¸ 1522A –PCI, 2 eSATA I/150 ports, RAID 0 & 1

¸ 1742 –PCI; 2 internal SATA I/150 + 2 eSATA II/300 ports; 
RAID 0, 1, 5, and 0+1

¸ Both include eSATA cables

¸ NOTE:  Each eSATA II/300 port/drive supports up to a 
300MB/sec transfer rate.  PCI provides a max of 132MB/sec 
bandwidth.  PCIe x1 provides a max of 250MB/sec bandwidth 
(half-duplex). Conclusion –look for a motherboard-down or 
PCIe x1/x4 card solution; run only one drive per true port.
